Web page is the interpretation of HTML in the form of visualization or display. It displays graphic, texts and even interactive elements such as input 3D image forms, sound and video and enables them to be accessed by visitors at that particular web site through the internet. The web interpreted HTML languages by using the web browser such as Internet Explorer, Mozilla Firefox and so on.
HTML page is the page displayed in the Hypertext Markup Language format. It is a set of command to collect, arrange, and display the webpage. The language in the HTML will interpret as web page in the web browser.

World Wide Web- also known as WWW is an internet service, providing easy-to-use features and exiting multimedia interface to many resources in the internet. Begun in 1989 at CERN, the European Laboratory for Particles Physics, the WWW can display pictures, sound and video.

AAA.BBB.xxx.yyy where the first two dotted decimal digits (AAA, BBB) determint

the subnet while the last two(xxx,yyy) specify a computer in that subnet. For class B, it

supports 65000 hosts on each of the network.
This is the example for class B subnets IP number: 56.3.51.12

56 and 3 are determine the subnet

51 and 12 determine the particular computer in the subnets.

Class C subnets
AAA.BBB.CCC.xxx in which the first three fields of the IP address (AAA, BBB, CCC)

are specified and the last field can vary, this subnet can provide 256 IP addresses.
For this class, the example is 46.21.7.65 whereby only 256 sub computers can be under

the same class for this subnets.
